SUBJECT: Motorcycle and Recreational Specialty Vehicle Operator Agreement 


1. I am a military service member and have identified myself as a current or potential
motorcycle (MC) rider and/or recreational specialty vehicle (RSV) operator and I understand my
responsibility as an operator of a motorized vehicle to do so in a safe manner and IAW the
provisions of all local, state, and federal laws, DOD and Army regulations, directives, and local
policies.


2. I understand that before I operate a MC or RSV (either street or off-road) on or off a DOD
installation, I will be appropriately licensed and will successfully complete the Motorcycle Safety
Foundation (or a Motorcycle Safety Foundation based state approved) courses outlined in Fort
Bliss Standing Order #07, which I will be responsible for scheduling with the assistance of my
unit Motorcycle Safety Program Coordinator.


3. As an operator of a privately owned MC or RSV (either street or off-road versions) I
understand that all motorcycle safety equipment will be fully operational and the headlight
turned on at all times (when equipped). Whenever I operate a MC or RSV, I will wear the
appropriate PPE. I am aware the minimum PPE requirements are: a U.S. Department of
Transportation approved helmet properly fastened under the chin (even if the state does not
require it); impact or shatter resistant goggles or full-face shield properly attached to helmet (a
windshield or eye glasses alone are not proper eye protection); foot protection includes sturdy
over-the-ankle footwear that affords protection for the feet and ankles (durable leather or
ballistic-type cloth that cover the ankles may be worn; i.e. motorcycle specific shoes, hiking
boots, combat boots, etc. Not hi-top sneakers); long sleeve shirt or jacket, long trousers and full
fingered gloves or mittens designed for motorcycle operations (brightly colored outer upper
garment during the day and a reflective upper garment during the night are highly encouraged,
as well as a motorcycle jacket and pants constructed of abrasion resistant material).


4. Other Local, State, DoD and Installation motorcycle requirements that pertain:
Passenger seat and passenger foot pegs required if carrying a passenger; Periodic safety
inspection as required by laws of State of registration; Daytime Use of daytime headlight
required unless motorcycle is manufactured prior to 1975; Two mirrors, left and right, required
by Federal law; Turn signals required if model year 1960 or newer; Insurance compulsory
liability requirements (Minimum Limits)(25/50/25); Lane Splitting is not authorized by law;
Handlebar height maximum of 15" above seat - Required by inspection regulations - Texas
Department of Public Safety; Texas law prohibits passengers under age 5, unless seated in a
sidecar attached to the motorcycle. Texas specific requirements for off-road dirt bikes and
other RSVs: Headlight required by law after sundown; Direct supervision by an adult required
for operators under the age of 14; Muffler required by law; Registration required by law; Rider
education certification required by law; Spark arrestor required by law; Taillight required by law
after sunset.

(U) Task Organization. Not Used.


1. (U) Situation. According to the US Army Combat Readiness I Safety Center, only
15% of Army personnel own and ride motorcycles but reportable motorcycles, also
referred to as Private Motor Vehicle - 2 wheeled (PMV-2), accidents account for more
than 40% of all off duty (PMV) accidents. As a result, motorcycle accidents continue to
be a leading cause of service member (SM) fatalities and serious injuries. Recent
accident trends suggest excessive speed, reckless operations, and operator
inexperience as the most common causes of these accidents.


2. (U) Mission. Effective immediately, all Fort Bliss units will establish and maintain a
comprehensive Motorcycle Safety Program to enforce the standards and behavior of
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motorcycle safety throughout the installation. Every leader and SM must be actively 
involved in accident prevention, especially the prevention of motorcycle accidents. 
Training, leader involvement, and the enforcement of standards will mitigate our 
growing concern over motorcycle and recreational/specialty vehicle (RSV) safety. These 
will be supplemented with the integration of risk mitigation skills. 


3. (U) Execution.


a. (U) Commander's Intent.


1. (U) Purpose. To increase the safety of Soldiers and Civilians operating
motorcycles and recreational vehicles on and off the installation. Standing Order 07 
provides guidance for leader emphasis, which se,ves as the cornerstone to an effective 
unit-level motorcycle safety program. 


2. (U) Key Task.


a. (U) Reduce the incidence of privately owned motorcycle (PMV-2) accidents
through properly training Soldier's. 


b. (U) Minimize the injuries and fatalities that result from the remaining
accidents through rigorous enforcement of Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) and 
behavioral standards of motorcycle riders and PMV operators. 


c. (U) Educate leaders on their responsibilities to ensure rider documentation
is completed, and violators are held accountable. 


3. (U) End State. Increase readiness and morale by fostering a safe riding culture
that reduces high-risk behaviors and accidents through rider participation and leader 
oversight of the Fort Bliss Motorcycle Safety Program. 


b. (U) Concept of Operations.


1. (U) Applicability. This standing order applies at all times and in all locations
to all Military SMs assigned to, attached to, or performing duties in units or activities 
assigned, attached, stationed, based, or otherwise located on the Fort Bliss military 
reservation. Includes, but is not limited to, units and SMs conducting maneuvers, 
training, maintenance, or other duties on the Fort Bliss military reservation. It also 
applies to all personnel (military and civilian) operating motorcycles (Note: powered 
non-enclosed three-wheelers will be considered a Motorcycle unless the owner 
submits to HODA, USACR/ Safety Center, via their chain of command, all 
documentation that the vehicle is classified by vehicle identification number as an 
automobile by the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration) within the limits of 
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the Fort Bliss military reservation. All SMs assigned to, attached to, or performing 
duties in units or activities over whom Commander, 1AO, and Fort Bliss exercises 
Senior Commander (SC) authority are also subject to this Standing Order at all times, 
whether on or off the Fort Bliss military reservation. Commanders will suspend the 
riding privileges of riders not in compliance with this Standing Order. Minibikes, pocket 
bikes, motorized skateboards, RSVs, and similar vehicles that do not meet federal 
highway safety standards will not be operated on installation roads. These vehicles may 
be used in designated areas as designated by the Installation Commander. 


2. (U) This Standing Order is a Punitive Order. SMs who willfully disregard the
requirements of this safety program are subject to adverse administrative 
action and/or punishment under the Unifonn Code of Military Justice (UCMJ). This also 
applies to SMs who know about fellow SMs violating this standing order and do not 
report them to the proper channels. Non-compliance with this Standing Order is 
punishable by Field Grade UCMJ for E-7 and below and General Officer level for E-8 
and above. During a Line of Duty Investigation (LOO), a SM may be found "Not in the 
Line of Duty" if it is determined they were at fault and not in compliance with this order 
at the time of the incident. 


3. (U) Unit Level Motorcycle Safety. Commanders will generate appointment
orders for the Division, BOE, and Bn Motorcycle Safety Program Coordinator (MSPC) 
and the Company Motorcycle Mentors and ensure proper oversight of the motorcycle 
safety program. Command teams will support 1 AD check rides and promote unit-level 
motorcycle safety programs and quarterly check rides to enhance and reinforce positive 
training, mentoring, and riding skills. Commanders will also retain the authority to restrict 
motorcycle operating privileges on a case-by-case basis for at-risk SMs and authorize 
retraining whenever recommended by the Bn MSPC, a unit Motorcycle Mentor, or a 
first-line leader. A unit Commander may restrict the riding privileges for their entire unit. 
It must be a set period, not to exceed 72 hours IOT accomplish a command-directed 
motorcycle safety stand-down. 


4. (U) Personal Protective Equipment. All personnel (military and civilian) must
wear the required Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) as listed below when operating 
or riding as a passenger on a motorcycle within the installation boundaries of Fort Bliss. 
SMs must wear all required PPE IAW AR385-10 when riding a motorcycle or riding as a 
passenger both on and off the installation. PPE requirements are as follows: 


a. (U) Helmet. For personnel riding motorcycles in the United States, helmets
shall be certified to meet Department of Transportation (DOT) Federal Motor Vehicle 
Safety Standard No. 218. When riding outside the US, riders must adhere to host nation 
helmet standards, and if the host nation has no standard, they must adhere to US DOT 
standards. Helmets will be properly fastened under the chin. More information about 
approved helmets can be found at helmetcheck.org. 
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b. (U) Eye Protection. Proper eye protection meets or exceeds American
National Standards Institutes (ANSI) 287.1, reference (z)/American Society of Safety 
Engineers (ASSE) standards (August 2003). Impact and shatter resistance includes 
goggles, wraparound glasses, or a full-face shield (properly attached to a helmet). A 
windshield or fairing does not constitute eye protection. Face shields must be in the 
down position unless adequate eye protection (goggles/glasses) is wom underneath the 
helmeUface shield. Tinted (darkened) eye protection may be used during daylight hours; 
however, darkened eye protection (glasses & visors) is prohibited during the hours of 
darkness and strongly discouraged during periods of reduced visibility. 


c. (U) Foot Protection. Foot protection includes sturdy over-the-ankle footwear
that protects the feet and ankles. Durable leather or ballistic-type cloth that covers the 
ankles may be worn, i.e., motorcycle-specific shoes, hiking boots, combat boots, etc. 
Running shoes are prohibited when operating a motorcycle. 


d. (U) protective Clothing. Protective clothing includes a long-sleeved shirt or
jacket and long trousers. Motorcycle jackets and pants constructed of abrasion-resistant 
materials such as leather, Kevlar®, or Cordura® and containing impact-absorbing 
padding are strongly encouraged. Riders and passengers are additionally encouraged 
to select protective clothing that incorporates bright colors and/or fluorescent colors and 
retro-reflective material. Operators and riders must use additional PPE during off-road 
operations, such as knee, foreann, and shin guards. 


e. (U) Full-fingered gloves. Full-fingered gloves or mittens made from leather
or other abrasion-resistant material are required for motorcycle operators and 
passengers. During off-road operations, operators and riders must use padded full• 
fingered gloves. 


f. (U) Turn Signals. All state-registered Motorcycles and Recreational
Specialty Vehicles approved for operation on public roads must have functional tum 
signals. 


5. (U) Ongoing Progressive Training. SMs will receive all required progressive
motorcycle safety training at no cost to the SM. Tenant foreign military SMs assigned to 
the installation will consult with the 1 AD Division MS PCs to determine progressive 
training requirements. Registration for all motorcycle training can be accomplished 
utilizing the IMCOM Traffic Safety Training Program website at 
https:1/imc.army.mil/airs/usg disclaimer.aspx. Motorcycle progressive training consists 
of the MSF E course, Basic Rider's Course (BRC), Advanced Rider's Course (ARC), 
Motorcycle Refresher Training (MRT), and unit check rides to include two BOE check 
rides per year. The BRC and ARC are taught by contracted and certified Motorcycle 
Safety Foundation (MSF) Instructors. The Bn MSPC conducts MRT and unit check rides 
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with the assistance of Motorcycle Mentor volunteers. The BOE winter and summer 
check rides will be set up and hosted by the BOE MSPC. Absent exceptional 
circumstances, MSF training is provided within 30 days of requests for training. 
Battalion Commanders may authorize, in writing, properly licensed or permitted 
operators scheduled for training to ride on or off the installation subject to any 
restrictions imposed by such a permit. 


a. (U) The MSF Basic eCourse is a highly interactive 3-hr online program
that provides riders of all skill levels with the basics of motorcycling. It is a key 
component of the full hands-on BRC. The eCourse will be taken before attending the 
BRC. The Basic eCourse will teach core skills for the basics of operating a motorcycle, 
how to become a safer, more responsible rider and the steps towards earning a license. 
The Army Installation Registration System (AIRS) provides on-line registration and 
management of traffic safety training courses. The MSF eCourse link is posted in AIRS 
(MSF Basic eCourse link https://msfusa.link/292428). The $19.99 fee is waived for all 
SMs. DoD Civilian personnel are not authorized to take the contract funded eCourse. 


b. (U) BRC is a 16-hour (2 days) initial motorcycle training course intended for
beginning motorcycle riders to meet State Motorcycle licensing requirements before 
purchasing their first bike. BRC training informs the prospective rider of the real risks of 
motorcycling, educates the new rider on street survival tactics and strategies, 
provides basic motorcycle riding skills and prepares beginning riders for licensing 
procedures. The contractor will provide a training motorcycle { 150cc to 250cc) for each 
BRC student. Upon completing BRC, a motorcycle operator may be able to use the 
BRC certificate to obtain a state motorcycle license (or a motorcycle endorsement) from 
the Texas Department of Public Safety or their home state of residence. After obtaining 
a motorcycle license (or endorsement), valid liability insurance, and a vehicle 
registration certificate, a BRC graduate can legally ride a motorcycle on and off the 
installation. Any SMs who operates a motorcycle on or off base and or individual 
operating a motorcycle on base is required to have a valid motorcycle endorsement or 
motorcycle license. Every new rider is encouraged to seek one-on-one mentorship from 
experienced and safe riders over the initial weeks and months of motorcycle ownership 
or arrival at Fort Bliss. BRC certification expires after 12 months from the date of issue. 
The SM must then have taken either the ARC (or retake the BRC if they have not yet 
purchased a motorcycle before the twelve-month mark; requiring a memo from their 
Company Commander) to comply with this Order. A SM that arrives at Fort Bliss, 
licensed, and owns a motorcycle but cannot provide an MSF-approved certification card 
must retake the BRC. Within a year, the SM must complete ARC. 


c. (U) ARC is an eight-hour training course intended for graduated BRC
students and those who already have a motorcycle endorsement on their license and 
own a motorcycle. ARC is taught to SM's who own all classes of motorcycles. SMs must 
complete ARC on their motorcycle within 12 months after completing the BRC and

within every five (5) year's period afterward. ARC certification expires every five years, 
in accordance with AR 385-10 (The Army Safety Program) and must be retaken for 
riders to remain in compliance. Riders with expired BRC or ARC must have the 
Battalion Commander's written approval to ride their motorcycle to the ARC testing site, 
informed by the Bn MSPC recommendation. 


d. (U) MRT is a four-hour Motorcycle refresher training course taught by Bn
MSPCs. Commanders will ensure all SMs who are motorcycle operators that were 
deployed 180 days or more attend MRT. The training will be conducted at the unit level 
utilizing the USACR/Safety Center MRT digital video disk, available online or by 
request. Based on MRT perfonnance, commanders may restrict riding privileges and 
refer Motorcycle riders back to the Army Motorcycle Safety Training ARC for retraining if 
they question the operator's safe riding skills or habits. Commanders restricting these 
SMs from operating a motorcycle should only allow commuting to and from an MRT or 
ARC training site until required training is completed. MRT training material is found on 
the Army Safety Center website at https://safety.army.mil/OFF-DUTY/PMV-2.aspx 


e. (U) Check rides are conducted quarterty by the Bn MSPC with the
assistance of Motorcycle Mentor volunteers. SM's initial check rides will be completed 
upon the completion of BRC and purchase of a motorcycle. Additional check rides will 
be conducted each time the SM changes motorcycles or, as deemed necessary by unit 
commanders in response to motorcycle accidents. The ratio of MSPCs and volunteer 
Motorcycle Mentors to riders during check rides are not to exceed 1 MSPC/Motorcycle 
Mentor to 8 other riders. MSPCs will consider the rider's experience level when planning 
routes. The check ride will cover a minimum of 30 miles and include varying road 
conditions, i.e., highway, residential, city, and curved roads. 


f. (U) Remedial Training for Motorcycle Operators. Commanders/leaders will
provide an after-action review (MR) within seven days of any motorcycle accident. 
regardless of the accident's severity. The MR will be briefed to the first 0-6 in the chain 
of command. The Commander and the unit chain of command will determine if the 
motorcycle operator will be required to attend ARC for remedial training. Any SM 
experiencing a motorcycle accident will not operate a motorcycle until the BOE, or Bn 
MSPC has interviewed the SM, reviewed their abilities, and received approval from the 
first 0-5 in the chain of command to resume motorcycle operations after an MSPC-led 
check ride. 


g. (U) Privately owned RSV. For a SM to operate a privately-owned RSV on
or off the Fort Bliss Reservation, they must complete the free online All-Terrain Vehicle 
(A TV) or recreational off-road vehicles (ROV) Computer Based training module 
available at: https://cbt.svia.org/login/index.php, and https://cbt.rohva.org/. SMs must 
provide a copy of the certificate of completion to the unit Motorcycle Mentor, Bn MSPC 
or Company Commander before operating an RSV. As an exception to the general RSV 
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training requirements, dirt bike riders must take the BRC before operating their vehicle, 
even though they will only do so off-road. In this instance, where a SM is only operating 
a dirt bike and not a street-legal motorcycle, there Is no need to complete the ARC 
within 12 months. Furthermore, if operating the aforementioned vehicles, the SM is 
responsible for following local and state laws. More information on off-road recreational / 
specialty vehicles is available at the U.S. Army Combat Readiness Center website: 
https://safety.annv.m1VOFF-DUTY/Recreational$pecialtyVehicie.aspx. 


h. (U) Government-owned RSVs. A SM perfonning duty while operating unit
provided Ground Support Equipment (GSE) falling under the definition of an RSV is 
exempt from the online A TV Computed Based training module. The SMs Bn MSPC or 
Company Commander must certify the use of the GSE, and unit training must meet the 
requirements AR 600-55, para. 7-1. All Fort Bliss units with government-owned RSVs 
must have a unit-level RSV safety SOP and update it regularly. All SMs operating 
Government owned RSVs will be certified and licensed on the RSV. 


i. (U) SM riders who deploy and are unable to complete ARC within the
required 12 months from BRC completion will be required to attend the next available 
ARC after the Bn MSPC conducts an MRT. A recommendation will be provided to the 
commander on whether the SM should be authorized or restricted from riding except 
only commuting to and from the ARC training site until required training is completed. 
SMs are NOT required to retake the BRC as a result of the aforementioned situation 
unless the SM had not purchased a motorcycle before the deployment. Bn MSPCs will 
track all riders subject to this paragraph to complete the ARC, then track the five-year 
expiration of their ARC. 


6. (U) Regular Practice of Riding and Accident Risk Mitigation Skills. In addition
to the Ongoing Progressive Training, units, through their MSPCs, will conduct quarterly 
training and check rides to enhance rider and accident risk mitigation skills. Annually, 
units through their MSPCs, will conduct a safety ride to promote safety and motorcycle 
awareness. 


c. (U) Scheme of Movement and Maneuver. Not Used.


d. (U) Task to Units (1/1AD, 2/1AD. 3/1AD, 1AD CAB. 1AD DIVARTY. 1AD SB
w/142 CSSB. 22 CHEM, 204 Ml BN, 32 AAMDC. 11 ADA Fort Bliss Garrison. 31 CSH. 
93 MP. 5th AR BOE. WBAMC. BMC. USASMA. JTF-North, DENTAC, CID, and all other 
units on Fort Bliss to include other Services.) 


1. (U) Fort Bliss units will establish and maintain a Motorcycle Safety Program in
accordance with this Standing Order to enforce the standards and behavior of 
motorcycle safety throughout the installation. 
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a. (U) Commanders will generate appointment orders for the Bn MSPC's and
Motorcycle Mentors. 


b. (U) Company/Battery/Troop level Motorcycle Mentors will track, assess,
and maintain rider packets on all Motorcycle and RSV operators in the unit. Motorcycle 
and RSV rider packets will be maintained at the unit level and subject to future 
Command Inspections. The format for the rider packets will be as per Annex E 
Appendix 2 Tab A (1AD Motorcycle/RSV Operator Packet) of this order. 


c. (U) Brigades and units that report directly to the SC will update their
motorcycle rider and RSV operator report by the 1st Thursday of the month. That data 
will be tracked and discussed during the Installation Safety Council and briefed at the 
Installation Command and Staff. The format for the monthly report is Annex R, Appendix 
1 of this order. 


d. (U) Brigade level units 30 days from deployment must coordinate with the
Division MSPC or another Brigade to provide additional oversight for the deployed unit's 
Motorcycle Safety Program through the deployment duration. 


e. (U) Units will add counseling on the requirements of Standing Order #07 to
the Company level in-processing checklist. A pre-filled counseling form has been 
provided for convenience in Annex E, Appendix 2. Tab C: DA 4856 Motorcycle and RSV 
Counseling for all SMs. This counseling will assist Commanders in identifying 
motorcycle riders and RSV operators within their units and inform all SMs of the 
requirements for motorcycle and RSV safety. 


2. (U) Unit Motorcycle Accident Reporting. IAW OPORD 22028 {Fort Bliss
Commander Critical Information Requirements and Serious Incident Reporting): 


a. (U) CCIR: POV or Motorcycle accidents resulting in a fatality of a Fort Bliss
SM. Units will conduct telephonic notification and wake-up the 1AD Co$ and report all 
CCIR Motorcycle accidents resulting in a fatality within 1 hour of unit being notified by 
persons or medical facilities. Units will conduct notification via e-mail EXSUM {7Ws) to 
the Bliss Operations Center (FBOC) within 2 hours of unit being notified by persons or 
medical facilities. Units will then complete and send the follow-on SIR to the FBOC 
within 6 hours of being notified by persons or medical facilities. 


b. (U) Category Ill: Any other motorcycle accident, regardless of severity.
Units WILL report all category Ill motorcycle/RSV accidents via e-mail EXSUM (7Ws) to 
the FBOC and 1 AD Safety Office within 8 hours of being notified by persons or medical 
facilities. Units will then complete and send the follow-on SIR within 12 hours of being 
notified by persons or medical facilities. 
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e. (U) Task to Staff.


1. (U) 1AD Senior Motorcycle Safety Program Coordinators (MSPC).


a. (U) Provide oversight of unit motorcycle safety programs, rider tracking,
and training throughput to inform the Commander of any additional requirements or 
make recommendations to mitigate risk to safety. 


b. (U) Conduct motorcycle roadside inspections to implement checks for the
Division Motorcycle program, identify trends, and provide data for analysis. Contact any 
Soldier's Chain of Command that fails the roadside inspection 
(safety/licensing/insurance/registration/training) and do not allow the Soldier's to ride 
their Motorcycle. The Soldier's COC will arrange for the motorcycle to be retrieved. 


c. (U) Conduct Semi-Annual reviews and inspections of all organic Brigades
Motorcycle Safety Program. 


d. (U) Assist Brigades that are getting ready to deploy in maintaining their
rider program for non-deployed Soldier's back at home station. 


2. (U) 1 AD Safety Officer.


a. (U) Provide guidance and support to Command appointed MSPCs.


b. (U) Track the motorcycle accidents (all types) reported under the CCIR
criteria and through safety channels. 


c. (U) Provide accident data to Senior Leaders at least quarterly.


3. (U) Garrison Safety Office.


a. (U) Track the total and average number of unfilled seats in BRC and ARC,
and the number of classes conducted at less than minimum student load. 


b. (U) Provide guidance and support to Command appointed MSPCs.


c. (U) Motorcycle Safety Foundation Training Contract Officer Representative.


4. (U) Public Affairs. Assist in disseminating all motorcycle safety, education, and
awareness products via print, video, and social networks. 


f. (U) Coordinating Instructions.

STANDIND ORDER #07 (FORT BLISS MOTORCYCLE SAFETY PROGRAM) 


1. (U) This Order supersedes all previous Fort Bliss and 1AD Motorcycle Safety
Standing Orders or Policy Letters and adds additional guidance to Fort Bliss Regulation 
385-10.


2. (U) A motorcycle is defined as any motor vehicle having a seat or saddle for
the use of its operator and passenger and designed to travel on not more than three 
wheels in contact with the ground, e.g., motorcycle, motor-driven cycle, speed-limited 
motor-driven cycle, moped, motor scooter, motorized or motor-assisted bicycle, trikes, 
Can-am Spyders, or motorcycles with sidecars. A motorcycle designed for off-road use 
only and is not street legal, commonly referred to as a "dirt bike," also falls under this 
definition. 


3. (U) An RSV is defined as motorized 2, 3, 4, or 6 wheeled vehicles designed
for use off-highway and may or may not be street legal in every state. RSVs include 
ATV, utility terrain vehicles (UTV), and ROV. 


4. (U) A Motorcycle Mentor is a skilled, responsible, and positive rider within the
unit that voluntarily assists the Bn MSPC and agrees to mentor less experienced riders. 


5. (U) Leader Responsibility. Our responsibility as leaders, down to and most
importantly our first-line leaders, is to safeguard the personnel and equipment entrusted 
to our stewardship. To decrease on and off-duty accidents, leaders at every level on 
Fort Bliss must institutionalize motorcycle safety principles and ensure that they become 
an integral part of all operations, missions, and training. Applied leadership, along with 
enforced discipline, training, and standards, will ensure the preservation of our valuable 
resources and instill accountability, which is vital to successfully supporting unified 
actions worldwide. 


6. (U) Bn MSPC/Company Motorcycle Mentors.


a. (U) Shall be experienced and a current motorcycle rider in good standing.
A mentor should be a mature leader. 


b. (U) Conduct quarterly meetings with motorcycle operators assigned to the
unit. Army Civilian riders are encouraged to participate in the MMP. The meeting 
agenda will include personal protective equipment checks, motorcycle T-CLOCK 
inspections, and refresher briefings on safe riding techniques. 


c. (U) Complete the BRC and ARC before assignment as a Bn MSPC or
Company Motorcycle Mentor. 


d. (U) Act as a conduit of information to Leaders and Soldier's for motorcycle
safety education and awareness. 
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e. (U) Set the standard for responsible motorcycle riding.


f. (U) Mentor Soldier's in purchasing, riding, and maintaining motorcycles.


g. (U) Mentor and evaluate Soldier's skill development and recommend
appropriate training. Ensure Soldier's attend proper training. 


h. (U) Track and inform the commander of Soldier's riding progress and
completed training. 


i. (U) Organize and promote activities to enhance motorcycle safety by unit
affiliation or riding events. 


j. (U) Conduct quarterly unit check rides at a minimum. The annual Fort Bliss
Iron Thunder Run (Summer) and Turkey Run (Winter) check rides will satisfy the unit 
mentor's requirement for two check rides if monitored and properly recorded. 


k. (U) Maintain Annex R, Appendix 1 for motorcycle operators assigned to the
unit. 


I. (U) BCT and tenant BN MSPCs will update Annex R, Appendix 1 NL T than
the first Thursday of every month. 


m. (U) Maintain a copy of MSF training card, driver's license with motorcycle
endorsement, and current insurance verification. 


n. (U) Promote command objectives related to motorcycle safety.


o. (U) Create rider folders IAW Annex E, Appendix 2. Tab A.


7. (U) Individual Responsibility.


a. (U) Comply with installation, local, state, and Army motorcycle and RSV
training, licensing, and operating requirements. Military personnel will carry their 
Motorcycle Safety Foundation card as proof of course completion at all times while 
operating a motorcycle. 


b. (U) SM motorcycle and RSV operators and their passengers will comply
with PPE requirements when riding on or off military installations. 


c. (U) SM motorcycle and RSV operators will support the installation and unit
motorcycle and recreational safety initiatives. 
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d. (U) SM motorcycle or RSV operators, including those who plan to purchase
a motorcycle or RSV, will identify themselves as current or potential operators to their 
chain of command. 


e. (U) Newly assigned SMs will identify themselves as motorcycle or RSV
operators during in-processing to the unit. 


f. (U) All motorcycle riders are expected to demonstrate self-discipline and
defensive riding when operating a motorcycle. Motorcycle riders should also recognize 
the inherently dangerous nature of motorcycle operations and avoid joining or 
participating in activities that contribute to high-risk behavior. 


g. (U) SM motorcycle and RSV operators will use risk mitigation rules,
principles, and risk assessment techniques when purchasing, riding, and maintaining 
their motorcycles and recreational/specialty vehicles. 


h. (U) SM will report their involvement in any motorcycle or RSV accident to
unit leadership within 30 minutes or as soon as possible after the event. 


i. (U) SM motorcycle and RSV operators will carry their signed MSF cards on
them and be prepared to show them on request from gate security personnel, law 
enforcement, or the SM's chain of command. Army Civilians will be prepared to show 
their Motorcycle endorsement or motorcycle license on request from gate security 
personnel or law enforcement. 


j. (U) SM operating a motorcycle on or off the installation are required to
obtain a motorcycle endorsement or motorcycle license following completion of the 
BRC. 


8. (U) This Standing Order will remain in effect until superseded or rescinded.
This Standing Order will be permanently posted on unit bulletin boards and at each 
entry/exit gate.
